4th Grade PARADE OF STATES Project
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In this project you will learn a lot of valuable information about a state!  You will research important information and what that state is known for economically, physically, historically and even touristy.  Then you will build a model float to celebrate the research you discovered on that STATE.  


Have you seen a city or state parade lately?  Most floats in a parade celebrate a person, event or place.  A “PARADE OF STATES” will celebrate the accomplishments of each state.  Each state is known for special accomplishments that need to be exemplified on the float.  Be CREATIVE and make sure you use as much information from your research.  
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DIRECTIONS
1. Research your state.  Find out the state bird, tree, animal, flower, motto, flag, insect, etc. and any other state icons that you find in your research.  You are also looking for historical events, famous people, interesting places to visit in your state, crops that they grow, jobs that they are known for, weather and climate conditions, etc.  
2. Cover the outside of a shoe box and add decorations that represent your state.   You must include a minimum of 6 Facts from your research onto your float.  
3. Design wheels for your float.  You may not use a remote control system to make your float mobile.  It needs to be pulled by hand.  
4. Display the name of your state clearly on at least 2 sides of your float.
5. Create objects or find items that pertain to your states accomplishments and facts.    You must have a minimum of 11 items; 6 facts and 5 objects on your float.  
6. Securely attach any other decorations or accessories you choose that relate to major state features.

7. On the day of the parade you will also need to dress in clothing that BEST represents your state as well.   Create a wardrobe piece that allows you to represent your state in a FUN and CREATIVE way.  Think about what your state is known for and create some type of costume or clothing item such as a hat or headpiece that represents something that your state is known for.  BE CREATIVE and Have FUN with it!!!
