General Requirements for Exhibit Choices:

1. Detailed Poster:  Illustration, correct facts, at least 10 facts displayed, colorful, neat, attractive to the eye, and easy to read.
2. Model with Brochure:  Creation of a 3-D replica that may be displayed on a student desk, brochure to accompany model that explains the model and at least 10 facts that were found about the model.  Both items need to be neat, colorful, correct, and appealing to the eye.
3. Model with Verbal Explanation:  Creation of a 3-D replica that may be displayed on a student desk.  Student will stand with replica and “explain” the replica and accompanying 10 correct facts.  Student needs to have index cards with what is going to be said.  
4. “Wax Figure:” Become the person!  Dress like the person!  Speak as though you ARE the famous astronomer or astronaut!  Note cards with speech are required along with a costume.
